FAQ FOR MICHIGAN WORKS
1) How long is the process to sign up No Worker Left Behind (NWLB) benefits?

A) First, you must attend a NWLB orientation session where you will be assigned a case worker, who will help you complete your file, after which it will take approximately 30 days to finalize your NWLB benefits.

2) If I am working part-time am I still eligible for NWLB benefits?

A) Possibly, each case is different.  NWLB benefit eligibility is based on your income.

3) How is Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA) and Trade Readjustment Allowance TRA allocated?

A) If Orion Assembly is approved for TAA and or TRA, Michigan Works will send out notification letters to inform everyone when to attend an orientation session.  You must attend this session and sign-up for the program in order to be eligible.  TAA and TRA are life long benefits that you can use at any point in your life as long as you sign up when they are offered.
4) If I have accepted a buy-out, am I still eligible for No Worker Left Behind benefits?

A) Yes.  Anyone who is unemployed is eligible for this benefit.
5) If I am in the middle of a school term and I am called to work do my NWLB benefits stop?

A) No.  However, you will be responsible to work out your school/work schedule.
6) What if I am accepted in a No Worker Left Behind Program and then get transferred out-of-state, will my NWLB transfer to another state?

A) No, NWLB is for Michigan only although some states do have their own programs.
7) If I do leave school for a job or other opportunity will I have to pay back the NWLB money?

A) No.

6)  If I am in a NWLB program and get called back to work will I still be eligible for NWLB.

A) Yes, because you were laid-off when you signed up.
